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From The Rectory

Sunday 31° May this year is Trinity Sunday. Each year this comes after Pentecost or Whitsun,
when we remember Christ sending the gift of the Holy Spirit on the fledgling New Testament
church. On the Feast of the Ascension we thought about the crucified and risen Christ returning
to the glory of heaven and enthroned as the God-Man at the right hand of the Father. So the
drama of Pentecost, like all of salvation, is Trinitarian in shape. The Father and the Son send the
Spirit. The Son’s saving work is complete and the Spirit is sent to be God’s presence and power
with the disciples to equip them for their great work of mission. The Spirit sends them out to
proclaim Jesus that people might be brought back to the Father.

This year we’re focusing on Matthew’s Gospel. And one of the readings for Trinity Sunday is the
very end of Matthew’s Gospel, from chapter 28, verse 16. The disciples worship the risen Christ
and he says to them:

“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything | have commanded you. And surely
| am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Jesus won’t be with them physically any longer, but by his Holy Spirit.

And when people believe, they are to be baptised in the Triune name of God the Father, God
the Son and God the Holy Spirit. Not three names but one name. As the church would later go
on to say, the name of the one God who is three Persons.

When Matthew was writing, the technical definitions of the Trinity had still to be worked out.
Even the word “Trinity” doesn’t come in the Bible. But the essential teaching is there. Jesus is
worshiped as God. The Spirit makes Jesus present. There is obviously a profound unity
between Father, Son and Spirit. Not three gods.

Jesus’ own baptism, right at the beginning of his public ministry, which Matthew records
(3:13-end), powerfully portrays the Triune God in action. The voice of God the Father says from
heaven about Jesus: “This is my Son, whom | love; with him | am well pleased.” And God the
Holy Spirit comes down on God the Son in the form of a dove. There’s the Trinity!

It's easy for us to feel rather baffled by the Trinity. Thinking about it can make our brains hurt.
But it’s not surprising that God is incomprehensible to us. We can know God truly, but not fully.
A God we could have all pinned down and sorted out wouldn’t be much of a God. Yes, he’s
revealed himself, but he also remains a Mystery — perhaps rather in the way that Elsie the Dog, |
trust, knows and loves me, but | like to think there are hidden depths to me that she has not yet
plumbed!

Theologians have insisted that everything God does is Trinitarian because that is who God is.
And the Trinitarian formula at baptism puts the Trinity right there at the beginning and centre of
the Christian life. Of course the Trinity can rightly be the subject of many tomes of profound
dogmatics. But Jesus intentionally includes it in the essential basics of Christian initiation. The
church thought it really mattered that Jesus and the Spirit were really God so that we could
really be saved by God alone, and know that God is really with us and for us.

If you're interested in thinking more about this, you might enjoy the 3, 2, 1 Course from Speak
Life: 321.speaklife.org.uk/course/321. It's a free online video-based course that helps you
explore life according to Jesus, with space for reflection. One of the sessions focuses on God’s
three-ness — his tri-unity. As ever, I’'m always keen to hear from parishioners who'’d like to talk
further about this stuff. Happy Trinity Sunday and season to you!

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Diamond Cottage—A Glimpse of the Past

Places and persons are sometimes remembered for all the wrong
~ ,reasons. And so it is with Diamond Cottage and its former residents.
4l The oldest part of Diamond Cottage dates from around 1765. Its well,
now capped, was later one of three communal wells which served the
village. Today, in order to "safeguard its historic fabric and
architectural character" the cottage has Grade Il listed status.

The cottage more locally known as 'Bertha's Cottage', was the home of Bertha Usborne throughout
the second half of the 20th century. Bertha, the daughter of a painter, was herself a well read and
much travelled woman. In 1950 she became the secretary of Sir John Collings Squire, writer, poet &
essayist. He too lived at the cottage for eight years prior to his death in 1958. Thereafter, Bertha
remained in residence for the next 40 years or so, towards the end of which both the cottage and
Bertha herself became increasingly neglected. Sadly it is this neglect which tends to linger in the
memory of many today.

Squire was born in Plymouth in 1884. He attended Blundell's School, Tiverton, before a history
scholarship took him to St John's College Cambridge. On leaving Cambridge employment was hard
to come by and he returned to Plymouth. Although no vacancy existed he was taken on the staff of
the Western Daily Mercury as an unpaid reporter. This proved to be a valuable apprenticeship, which
was to lead him towards becoming an eminent literary figure throughout 1920-1930s. From 1907 to
1912 he worked in London as a parliamentary reporter. Around this time he also began to establish
himself as an essayist, displaying a talent both for parody and for poetry. In 1913 he was appointed
the first literary editor of the New Statesman, becoming its editor in 1917. Additionally he later
became a contributor and reviewer for numerous journals and for The Illustrated London News and
for the Observer.

During the First World War he was twice classified as unfit for active service on account of his
extremely poor eyesight. He nevertheless became active in the 'home guard' of the day, principally in
the precincts of Buckingham Palace. In 1919 he launched the London Mercury, a monthly literary
magazine, which also provided a platform for the ‘Georgian’ poets - a group so called because they
were somewhat critical of the emerging modernism in English poetry. The magazine introduced
aspiring new writers, J. B. Priestley, H.E.Bates and Graham Greene among them, and gave Squire, as
editor, an opportunity to air his own personal views on a variety of topical subjects - views which
though controversial, boosted sales nevertheless. In 1920 Squire visited the USA, accompanied by art
historian, Herbert Read. Although this was a London Mercury promotional tour it also included many
widely acclaimed lecture engagements. Whilst in the USA, Squire was invited to compile an
anthology of American poetry - a measure of the esteem with which he was held by the American
literati. On his return to England the London Mercury began featuring contributions from hitherto
unknown American writers. Squire involved himself in everything expected of a literary celebrity -
producing a stream of essays, articles, reviews and poems, undertaking domestic and European
lecture engagements, guest speaking at luncheons, dinners, functions etc as well as acting as an
adviser to many leading London publishers.

His interest in cricket prompted him to form a cricket team made up of literary members and known
as Invalid XI. Throughout the season matches against local teams became very popular. Additionally
on New Year's Day 1929 a match between the Invalid XI and the Hambledon Eskimos (for which
Peter Warlock had contributed a composition) gave victory 89-78 to Squires team. During the game,
play was unexpectedly interrupted by the local hunt which came galloping in full cry across the pitch!
The team also had the distinction of playing a House of Commons XI at the Oval. In 1927 Squire
commentated on the first radio broadcast of the University Boat Race - which much to his delight was
won by Cambridge. Thereafter he featured regularly as a broadcaster in a variety of BBC
programmes.

Thomas Clarkson

Last month Margaret and | had to attend a funeral in London and then drive on the next day for a
weekend in the Lake District. The funeral was for Margaret’s godmother, Margaret Cave, who
had lived most of her life in Wisbech, Cambridgeshire, where her husband, Peter, was a GP. The
Lakes was for a Johnian Society Wordsworth weekend. Johnians are alumni or ex-students of St.
John’s College, Cambridge. Wordsworth was a Johnian. Having distinguished himself at
Hawkshead Grammar School in the Lakes, he was helped to get to Cambridge, and helped
financially, by some uncles, who hoped that this would be the start of a successful career in the
Anglican Church. They were disappointed. Wordsworth’s time at St John’s was undistinguished,
he stayed three years, but left without Honours, having failed to take his final exams, and he
never became a priest. Margaret Cave’s funeral and the Lakes weekend turned out to have a
common thread, which wasn’t William Wordsworth, it was Thomas Clarkson.

Thomas Clarkson (1760-1846) was born in Wisbech. After Wisbech Grammar School, Clarkson
also went to St John’s, where, unlike Wordsworth, he flourished. In 1785 Clarkson was tasked to
write an essay in Latin on the subject of slavery and the slave trade. He wrote the essay,
delivered it orally, and travelled back to London, meditating on what he had written. He had an
epiphany on the way. He knew that slavery was wrong and yet it was happening. He would
devote his life to ending it. He joined with others of the same conviction and together they formed
the Committee for the Abolition of the Slave Trade.

Thomas Clarkson spent the next ten years travelling round Britain collecting evidence for the
abuses of the slave trade and lecturing against it, collecting props, like slave shackles, whips, and
first-hand accounts, to make his talks more effective. It could be dangerous work. In Liverpool he
almost lost his life, a group of sailors had been paid to assassinate him. The slave trade made
people rich and gave employment. The first Bill to abolish the slave trade was presented to
Parliament by MP William Wilberforce in 1791. It was heavily defeated. The Abolitionists were not
deterred, and Wilberforce would present a new Bill every year until success finally came in 1807
and the Slave Trade Act, abolishing the trade in slaves, became law in Britain and the British
Empire, and British ships started to police it.

The effort took its toll on the health of Thomas Clarkson, and he and his family retired to the Lake
District in 1794, buying a property at Ullswater. Retirement for Clarkson was temporary, he
recovered his health, and re-entered the fray in 1804, moving back south and continuing to
campaign until success in 1807. It was while they were still living at Ullswater that the Clarksons
became friends with the Wordsworths, their friendship recorded in Dorothy Wordsworth’s letters
and journals. Dorothy’s Grasmere Journal describes a walk back to Dove Cottage after a visit to
the Clarksons at Ullswater. The date was 18th April 1802. Wild daffodils were waving and dancing
in the wind at the shore of the Water and it was glorious. Two years later William used his sister’s
journal entry to write his wonderful daffodil poem, “I| wandered lonely as a cloud”, better known as
“Daffodils”.

Thomas Clarkson, William Wilberforce, and the rest of the Committee continued to campaign.
Now it was for the abolition of slavery itself throughout the British Empire. (On a note of local
interest a vociferous campaigner against abolition was the MP for East Sussex John ‘Mad Jack’
Fuller of Brightling.) The Slavery Abolition Act was passed in 1833, and emancipation throughout
the British Empire was complete by August 1st 1838.

Clarkson has a statue in Wisbech, but the Mayor of Wisbech — Margaret Cave — and
others realised that there was nothing in Westminster Abbey, even though William
Wilberforce is commemorated there by a fine statue. A committee was formed and a
campaign started, and, in 1995, a tablet commemorating Thomas Clarkson was installed
in the Abbey next to Wilberforce. The service sheet for Margaret Cave’s funeral showed
a photo of her in mayorial robes and another, taken last year, of her next to the tablet,
thirty years on from its installation.

At the Johnian weekend Wordsworth’s “Ode to Clarkson” was read out.
Clarkson! It was an obstinate hill to climb.

How toilsome, nay how dire it was, by Thee

Is know, - by none, perhaps, so feelingly.

The Director of the Dove Cottage Trust gave a talk on Wordsworth at St John’s, and was
presented with a copy of the History of St John’s College as a thank you. He mentioned
that he had already looked in it — he had done his research — and that there was no
mention of Clarkson in the index. The next edition will have to make amends.

Parts 1,2 &3

In my previous article | talked about the need for resilience in the face of natural and manmade
disasters and how Dallington Parish Council in conjunction with RAYNET the amateur radio
planned to set up a communications hub in the event of the usual communication systems failing.
| had in mind natural disasters like the 1987 storm, little did | know that human conflict could be a
cause!

PART 1
The Dallington Project made a start on the 1% March 2026. Eastbourn and Wealden Raynet
(EWR) erected a simple antenna outside the pavilion in the recreation ground. Pat our training
officer and Dick her husband operated a VHF transceiver from the pavilion and members drove
round the county testing the reception coverage. It was an outstanding success!

PART 2
As the radio reception was so good it was decided to proceed with the project to install antennas
and radio repeating equipment in the pavilion.
24™ April 2026 was a nice sunny warm day.
Members gathered on the field having previously sourced the necessary equipment form

RAYNET funds.

The first step was to erect the antennas and cabling.

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The Prison Fellowship report by Tony Welford

Many of you will know that there has been a national review of prison services over the past
couple of years prompted by the pressure on accommodation in prisons. This had an impact on
Prison Fellowship and thus in turn required them to review their services.

The course entitled the Sycamore Tree, which addressed restorative justice, was closed and, as a
result of the review, a replacement was honed, entitled The Olive Tree. Ironically, the adjustments
made, as much to the management as to the construction of the course, have made it a vehicle in
which both the volunteers and the attendees find it easier to confront the issues surrounding faith.
We have run one pilot at HMP Lewes and embark on another in June

What follows is Catherine De Souza’s take on her recent experience:

One of the great joys of my role is spending time with people involved in Prison Fellowship—
volunteers, supporters, and men and women in prison—people who are both making an impact
and being impacted by our work.

Recently, | visited a prison where a group of our wonderful volunteers were running a pilot session
of our new restoration course. Before the men arrived in the chapel, one of the volunteers prayed
a simple prayer that | know is echoed regularly across our programmes and activities: ‘Lord, would
this be a safe space for those who are due to arrive, so that they can be open and honest.” As the
session unfolded, that prayer was answered beautifully.

Through the careful listening, gentle guidance and genuine care of the volunteers, the men began
to open up. They spoke about feelings of guilt and loss, fears and hopes, regrets about the past
and longings for a different future.The chapel became a place where honesty was possible. And,
as God often does, He answered the prayer in part through the very people who prayed it.

In an environment where vulnerability can often be seen as weakness, it takes real courage to
speak openly. Yet we see time and again thatwhen people are offered genuine compassion,
something incredible happens—bravado drops, defences soften and conversations deepen. And
people who may have spent years protecting themselves from shame or judgement begin to tell
the truth about their lives.

What struck me during that session was not only the openness of the men, but also the
faithfulness of the volunteers who made that openness possible. They listened patiently, asked
thoughtful questions and treated each person with dignity. In doing so, they demonstrated
something profoundly Christ-like—the willingness to sit alongside someone in their story without
turning away.

Psalm 34:18 says, The Lord is close to the broken-hearted and saves those who
are crushed in spirit.’

Prison is a place where brokenness is very real—broken relationships, broken trust and lost
opportunities. Yet it is also a place where God draws near, often through the presence of ordinary
people willing to serve with compassion. Moments like these remind me that our work is rarely
about quick solutions. Instead, it is about creating opportunities where people can reflect and
begin to see that their story does not have to end where it currently stands. Sometimes, the first
step towards change is simply being heard. Sometimes, it is discovering that someone believes a
different future is possible.

As | left the prison that day, | felt deeply thankful—for volunteers who faithfully serve, for people in
prison who have the courage to open up and for a God who draws close to people in their broken-
ness.

Thank you for being part of this work. Your prayers, encouragement and support make it possible.
Together, we are helping people discover that their past does not have to define their future, and
that restoration and hope are real.
